Oral Microbiology (3 cr)

A study of the ecology, defense mechanisms, major infectious diseases of the oral
cavity, application of sterilization, disinfection, asepsis and antimicrobial
chemotherapy in dentistry,

Introduction to Pharmacology (2 cr)

A study of the physical and chemical properties, pharmacological action(s), dosage(s),
methods of administration, factors that modify the action of drugs and untoward
effects of medicinal agents used in the treatment of disease. Drug legislation and
metrology are also considered.

Specialties Practicum (2 cr)
Clinical rotation through dental specialty clinics.

Community Dental Health (3 cr)

A survey of the theory and practice of public health, particularly as it applies to dental
health; methods used to determine dental health status in communities; procedures
for improving the dental health of the public; and procedures in health education.

Patient Management (1 cr)
Course designed to develop a functional analytical viewpoint to patient education,
motivation, communication, and behavior management.

Dental Hygiene Seminar 11 (2 cr)

Course designed to familiarize the students with professional demeanor, office man-
agement and economics, ethics and jurisprudence, functions and benefits of the pro-
fessional dental organization, and trends as related to the dental hygiene profession.
Senior General Practice Program (4 cr)

A clinical course which provides the student with experience in comprehensive pa-
tient care and simulated office practice as a member of a team composed of dental
students and dental auxiliaries.

Periodontics, Immunology, and Theoretical Periodontology (2 cr)

An introduction to the concepts of host immunity with emphasis on tissue response to
diseases of the supporting tissues of the teeth, as ohserved clinically, microscopically,
and roentgenographically. Causes and treatment of the diseases are stressed.

Oral Biology, Oral Pathology Seminar (2 cr)

A course designed to make the dental and dental hygiene students aware of the
responsibility for their early diagnosis of diseases of the oral cavity and adjacent
structures.

To acquaint the student with more complex technics used in control of
periodontal disease. To provide didactic background and clinical experience in root
planing, curettage, minor gingival reshaping.

Administration of Local Anesthesia (2 cr)

A didactic and clinical course consisting of the theoretical material necessary for
administration of an anesthetic agent as well as weekly laboratory sessions designed to
provide practical application.
